HOW | DID IT:
Fixing perspective foreshortening by
using the Distort feature

| use PS 4, so | can't say how Elements
handles perspective correction. But it is
SOO0O easy in PS, and probably is in the
later versions of Elements. If you have
aimed up at at a building or window that
recedes in shape due to optical
foreshortening, here is what you do with that
image: Go into Distort, then into Lens
Correction. There will be several options;
choose the slider for Vertical Perspective. To
correct images shot from below, slide to the
left. If you have an image shot from above,
slide to the right. Brilliant! Anastasia
Tompkins hinted at this trick the other night
and even more clever fixes for moving parts
of an object towards an edge to subtlety fill
in the picture. Anyone figure that out yet?
While you're there, look around that page;
there are various fixes and and anti-fixes
that you will also find useful, if not fun. | was
happy to see the Vignetting slider, because |
like to darken my edges a little. Haven't tried
it here yet though. When you use Vignetting,
you will probably want to adjust for
rectangular Vignetting. Notice how you can
bulge objects out or shrink them in. Lots of
goofy possibilities in Distort > Lens
Correction.
